General Bequest

incorporated in the State of Missouri. 
 
Specific Bequest 
I give, devise, and bequeath my vacation home at _________________ (full address) to the 
Assemblies of God Theological Seminary, a nonprofit organization incorporated in the State of 
Missouri, for its general purposes. 
 
Residuary Bequest 
I give, devise and bequeath to the Assemblies of God Theological Seminary, a nonprofit 
organization incorporated in the State of  Missouri,  with federal tax ID 43-1002542, and its 
successors and assignees, all the rest, residue and remainder of my estate, including real and 
personal property, to be used as the Board of Directors, in its sole discretion, determines.” 
 
Endowed Bequest

Codicil 
Having hereinbefore made my last Will and Testament dated______________ and being of sound 
mind, I hereby make, publish and declare the following Codicil thereto: (here insert clause in same 
form as if it had been included in body of Will).
